COURSE DESCRIPTION:

American criminal justice system, its development, components, and processes. Includes consideration of crime and criminal justice as a formal area of study.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
 Students will be able to:

1. Differentiate the different agencies of criminal justice.

2. Appreciate role each agency plays in the administration of justice process.

3. Have an insight into the nature of law and the criminal law in particular.

4. Recognize how the governmental process works in relations to criminal justice.
Attendance Policy: Your attendance will consist of your participating in, and doing, the assignments within the time limits of the course structure. Policy is described in the CSN catalog; students are expected to complete the course in a timely manner.  College enrollment assumes maturity, seriousness of purpose and self-discipline for meeting the responsibilities associated with the course for which a student registers – your attendance is assumed. NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED FOR online quiz/test assignments.
Quizzes: Pop quizzes will be given and the points for the quiz will be added to your total overall points.
